Lesson Plan on Lesson 9

Into the Shadows 

1. Revise on Ground Rules

2. Show YouTube videos on shadow puppetry. Begin by investigating and asking the following questions: What is a shadow puppet? How are they put together? How do they move?  Where have you seen shadows? Can you make shadows creatures with your own hands?

3. Put up a piece of white cloth to use as a screen, with a light source behind it. Experiment with making shadows with their hands. Try different light sources: a well-lit window, the visualiser, etc. explore which light source makes the best shadow.

4. Investigate the best position for the puppet screen and light source to achieve the best shadow using card. What happens to the shadow if the card is closer to the light source?

5. Bio-break for 10 mins

6. Elicit responses from the pupils about their understanding about how to create moving joints by experimenting with pieces of thick paper, hole punch and thumbtacks. Pupils will be making holes in the paper and joining two pieces of paper together with a thumbtack. Let pupils discover the need for the two pieces of card to overlap. 

7. Teacher is to demonstrate the designing of her own shadow puppet by showing pupils how to draw a sketch and considering where the joints would go and how they would overlap. 

8. Pupils are to design and create their shadow puppets. They will test their puppets in the end.

9. Pupils are to complete Reflection Sheet 9

· at least 15 pairs of scissors

· 30 pieces of thick paper

· a box of thumbtacks

· colouring pencils

· satay sticks

· 8 rolls of scotch tapes

· a roll of tracing paper
